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PRE-COLLEGE ASSESSMENT GUIDELINES

· It is important that all forms are returned to me by the indicated deadline date so that we can then confirm an assessment date to you.
· Please ensure that return packs carry adequate postage as we have experienced delays in the past due to insufficient stamps.  

· Please can you ensure that as much information as possible is provided.  As a mandatory requirement, we will need full details of your Connexions Advisor/Careers Officer as this information is necessary in order to facilitate future funding applications in the event that a placement is offered.  

· It would be extremely helpful if you could also send any recent reports, such as review reports from your current school/college, or reports from other professionals where relevant.

· If the student uses any form of visual or communication aid, e.g. a book to support speech, electronic communication aid, can you please bring this along on the assessment day.  

· If you are considering to apply for a course in Creative or Performing Arts, we would like you to bring along examples of the student's current work e.g. photographs, video, written work or art work.  

· Students have previously sent in a CD, DVD or video showing the student undertaking various tasks at school and/or socially.  This can be particularly helpful to our assessment team with students who may be unsure in an unfamiliar environment and we would welcome any similar materials you may be able to provide.
